through nutrition and garden programs, as well as community food organizing

activ ities. A very important feature of the food bank is that they advocate for change.
Aspects of their advocacy include urging lawmakers to make food a priority by

investing in policies and programs, recognizing race and place as central determinants
in indiv idual and community health, combating systems and behavior which undercut
food security, and finally cultivating new strategies for underserved communities with
long -term solutions and day -to-day program delivery. One final noteworthy aspect of
the Oregon Food Bank is that they are dedicated to ensuring that no one goes hungry
today, that Oregon becomes the first state without hunger, and that people

experiencing hunger are at the center of all they do.
